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LOW COST AIRPORT TRANSFER!

Note that coming to Belgrade is also possible also with any low cost company which is landing in
Budapest Ferihegy Airport or Zagreb International Airport. If you decide to come with low-cost airline to
Budapest or Zagreb, there is the option to come to Belgrade by minibus which awaits you at the airport
and brings you to any address you demand in Belgrade for 35€ one way or 60€ return ticket. For more

By train:

Belgrade’s main train station is located on the edge of city center, just next to the main bus station. Train is very
cheap if you are travelling inside Serbia although be prepared for long journeys in matter of time since rail
infrastructure makes the train traffic very slow comparing to many other European countries. However, if you are
coming by train from abroad, it might happen that your ticket will cost you much more at the end than a plane
ticket.

By bus:

The most common way of getting to Serbia by bus is by using
EUROLINES service. Almost every European country has its own website
of EUROLINES so go there and have a look for the price. However, as it
was the case with trains, be ready for VERY long journeys such as 27
hours from Belgium/Netherlands/France or even more if you are coming
from countries like Sweden or Norway... Return ticket by bus is different

depending on where you come from but for example: return ticket from Belgium/Netherlands/France to Belgrade

will cost you around 180€.

The main bus station is located just next to the main train station which is equivalent to 5-10min driving to the city

center depending on the traffic. It is around 10min driving by car/taxi to arena as well.

IMPORTANT:

No matter if you are coming by plane, bus, train or private car, you should know what is allowed and how much to
bring in and out of Serbia.

MONEY: you can bring as much money as you want when you're coming, but when leaving Serbia you must not
have more than 5.000€ with you in cash.

CIGARETTES: You can leave Serbia with max 1 box (standard of 10 packages) of cigarettes.

ALCOHOL : 1 liter of alcohol is allowed to take with you when leaving Serbia.



Getting to the city center from the airport:

There are different ways of getting to the city center of Belgrade from National Airport “Nikola Tesla”:

Getting a cab is the easiest way to reach center of Belgrade from the airport. Considering and comparing prices
with some other countries in the neighborhood and in Europe, taxi in Belgrade is still considered not expensive .
There are several taxi companies. Always pay attention that on the top of the car apart from TAXI company sign,
there is also registry number on blue circle plate which was given by the city of Belgrade and which shows that
taxi has a right to provide you with a service.

You can get a cab in few ways:

.by stopping it | on the street by giving a signal with a hand (if taxi is not full or didn’'t already

receive an order by call center to pick up a new customer, it will stop and give you a ride). - easiest

- by calling | one of the several taxi companies’ call centers which you can find just under this text
(NOTE: those numbers can be reached only from Serbian mobile cards) - safest

- by going |to one of the few taxi stations in the town — least practical

In most of the cases you will be driven inside Tariff
1 zone unless going to the airport or driving during
night hours

Public transport bus is regularly operating from the airport to the city
center of Belgrade and back. First bus in the morning from the center (Zeleni Venac
terminal) is at 4.40 and last one at 23.40. From the airport first bus leaves towards
center at 5.20 and last one is at midnight. Every half an hour there is such a bus
departing from the center and from the airport. Ticket price is 46RSD one-way (58

euro cents).
Always buy public transport tickets in kiosks because they are more expensive when you buy them in the vehicle.



Ticket for one ride inside city of Belgrade is 29RSD (0,36€). Once you enter the bus/tram, put your ticket in the

automat and annulet it. WWW.QSP.CO.YU

There are buses that regularly operate from airport “Nikola Tesla” to Slavija Square including one stop in New
Belgrade (Fontana). Those buses leave from airport on the hour from 7-22h (e.g. 8:00, 9:00 etc.). From
Slavija Square they operate from 5-21h also on the hour. Ticket price is 160RSD (2€) and it can be bought on

the bus itself.

BUYING A CELLPHONE NUMBER (SIM CARD)

You might want to buy a SIM card for your mobile
from one of the Serbian providers. The best way to
get one is at the nearest kiosk, they are very low
priced. Kiosks you can find anywhere in the city but

In Serbia there are three mobile providers:

there are also few on airport itself so don't be lazy
and walk the few meters and there you will get what
you need.

In order not to complicate it too much, prices are
more or less the same considering texting and
calling and comparing to having your own card in
use while in Serbia, it is definitely cheaper to buy
Serbian SIM card and phone other people and

friends who are also in Belgrade during Eurovision
week(s). To give you an example: sending one SMS
from one to another Serbian SIM card would cost
you around 3 Euro Cents!!!

NOTE: These are not exact but approximate prices which should show you sort of how much you are going to pay

for specific service you will be using.

This is the sign which indicates
the location of the post office.
Speaking about calling abroad,
it is much better to go to one of
the post offices and buy a
prepaid “HALO KARTICA”
which provides you with certain amount of call
credit. All you need to do then is to find a phone
cabin anywhere in the town and dial the number you
want. Pictures below show how the card looks like
as well as the phone cabin.
Serbian post always tries to promote certain events
or natural places by advertising them on “hallo”
cards.
If you want to send a postcard , you can either buy
post stamps in each post office at the desk or simply

give it to the employee and she/he will print the cost
stamp on the postcard itself. If you already bought
post stamps and for some reason post office is
closed, you can also put the post card in the post
box in several places in the city center. Here you
can see how postbox looks like.

Post cards you can buy usually in Knez Mihailova
shopping street because usually they offer the
biggest and nicest choices. Average price for a
postcard is about 50 eurocents. Depending on
where you are sending your post card it will cost
you more or less 50 eurocents as well.

Depending on size and importance of the post
office, one is usually open from 7-19h except
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Saturday when working time is shorter and Sunday when all posts are closed.

NOTE: There is a special kind of calling cards called “HALLO PLUS KARTICA ” and it is specifically meant for
calling abroad because it gives big discounts to specific European zones. So, if you would like to call to Germany,
you should tell so in the post so that you are being given the card with the zone you have asked for. This is how

those cards look like:

DAY 1

WHAT IS KALEMEGDAN?

It is a park situated just next to the city center of Belgrade also known as Belgrade Fortress . It is a huge
historical zone with a lot of stories to tell. Even though it is spread over 53Ha, you will be shown how to
experience it in a short and very nice way.

HOW TO GET THERE?

On foot. It is as simple as that. Once you arrive in the city center of Belgrade, you can reach this place within
10min on foot by passing through lovely shopping street zone.

WHAT TO SEE THERE?
There are plenty of things to see on Kalemegdan. Once you enter the park, you will be heading towards:

1 - Fountain “Battle” (Fontana “Borba”) — it is the work of the sculptor Simeon
Roksandic. Fountain represents the fisherman who is fighting with a snake. You can see
this fountain on your left side just a minute after you enter Kalemegdan from the direction
of the pedestrian zone (Knez Mihailova Street). Sculpture was made for the big Balkan
exposition which hold place in 1907 in London. There is an interesting story about this
work. The sculptor Roksandic was misinformed that the ship which was transporting the
sculpture to London has sunk so he made another one. After it was found out that that
was not the case, one of the sculpture was sent to one of the municipalities in Zagreb
while the other one stayed in Belgrade in Kalemegdan.

2 - Monument of the Gratitude to France — it was built in 1930 as a result of eachother
help between Serbia and France during World War I. Sculpture (woman with a sword in
her hand) made of bronze, symbolizes France as a country which is hurrying to help
Serbia. Very unique impression of the statue is also created by big building in the
backgrond which is Military Museum.
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3 - Military Museum (Vojni Muzej) is settled in the building of once upon a time
Cartography Military Institute which was built between 1923 & 1924. Museum has been
founded in year of 1878 and it was open for public in 1904. After being destroyed and
devastated by Austrohungarian military, the museum has been renovated in 1934. Apart
from many expo units which are inside museum, you can find regular exhibition just
around the museum so go and have a look because it is on the way towards other nice

things.

4 - Karadjordje Gate (Kara or eva kapija) — Equivavelnt to Stambol gate on the East,
Karadjordje Gate is situated on the south-west entrance just after Monument of the
Graditude to France. It got its name from Serbian leader Karadjordje who was lead on
First Serbian Uprising in 1804.

5 - Inner Stambol Gate - It was built in 18" Century with heavy doors on it.
Inside the gate there are rooms which are made for guards and other military purposes.
If you go right instead of straight towards Sahat tower, you can find restaurant called
“Mali Kalemegdan” (Little Kalemegdan).

6 - Sahat tower (Sahat kula) — is typical kind of buildings made during/by influence of
Ottoman Empire. They have been built only in European parts of Ottoman Empire
especially in Bosnia & Herzegovina. Sahat kula was actually a variation on
westereuropean form of steeple. It usually has a big clock on all four sides of it so that
most of the people from different places could see the time. According to one of the
French traveller and writer, the very first Sahat tower was built in Skopje between 1566 &
1572. Usually these towers used to be built next to a mosque or next to the main streets.

7 - Monument of Despot Stefan Lazarevic (Spomenik De  spotu Stefanu Lazarevicu)
— Once you leave Sahat tower and go a bit further on the right you will find the
Monument of Despot Stefan, just in front of the tower and gate with the same name. The
importance of the sculpture is because during the leadership of Despot Stefan (1404-
1427), Belgrade became for the very first time the capital of Serbia.

8 - Nowadays, the tower of Despot Stefan is known as observatory . You can go
inside by paying symbolical entrance fee of 30 cents. And do so because you will have
very nice view on so called “Donji Kalemegdan” (Downer Kalemegdan) and you will be
able to make very nice pictures of other parts of Belgrade. Very often you can go to the
observatory and watch moon or some other planets when they come to the correct
position in solar system.

NOTE: lots 9, 10, 11 and 12 will extend your visit of Ka  lemegdan for about extra half an hour. Still, go an  d do it because
it is worth it! If you want to shorten your visit, go straight to lot number 13.

9 - Dark-room gate (Zindan kapija) — Zindan means dark-room.
This one was built in XV century and it had many functions on its different levels. Dark
& cold basements were used as dark-rooms while two towers which are identical but
not connected were used to defend the castle from enemies. This is the best canonic
tower in the whole complex of Kalemegdan. In many postcards of Belgrade and even
Serbia, you'll see exactly this gate as one of the most famous symbols of Belgrade
(Serbia). Just few steps from this gate, you will find one of the famous Belgrade clubs
“Oh, Cinema!” and also lovely café and restaurant where you can drink and eat while
having very nice view of the big part of Belgrade City.




10 - After passing through Zindan gate, go to the left and you will face two beautiful
churches. The first one is Sveta Petka (St. Petka) while the other one is Ruica . St.
Petka Church was built above the source for which it's believed it is miraculous. The
church seen today was built in 1937 on the place where there used to be an old
chapel. While digging the ground in order to build the church, workers have found a lot
of bones from soldiers who died while defending Belgrade between 1914-1915. The
bones were moved in a special crypt just next to Ru ica church.

11 - Ruica Church was originally used as gun-powder magazine in 18" century. After
1867 when Kalemegdan was given to Prince Mihajlo and serbian military, that place
was transformed into a church. It got its name from one traditional song in which a
church in Belgrade Fortress is mentioned. The church is guarded by two bronze
military keepers which were put there in 1924. They are a symbolical guards and
keepers of the church, serbian army and all serbian people.

12 - Gate of Carlo VI — (Kaprija Karla VI) — Gate was built in 1736 as
kind of an entrance into the “Down City” in honour of Carlo VI, “big conqueror of
Belgrade”. It is built in baroc style and on the top of it there is an cypher of Carlo VI. If
you go through this gate, you will end up in the tram terminal where you can take tram
11 which brings you directly in front of the Euroclub. Just a hundred meters or so from
the Carlo VI Gate you have the very famous club called “BARUTANA” which means
powder-magazine. That is actually telling us that once upon a time this place was used
to store gun-powder.

NOTE: If you decided to see everything until lot 12, you must go back now to the lot 8 (observatory) and co ntinue
straight to the Damad-Ali Pasha Turbe and the Winne  r Statue!

until 17h.

13 - DAMAD-ALI PASHA TURBE (TOMB) — Damad-Ali Pasha was big vizier
during the dominion of Ahmed Ill. Damas-Ali Pasha was the leader of ottoman military
units again austrian military in Battle of Petrovaradin in 1716. After he died in this
battle, he was burried in Belgrade Fortress where above his grave a mausoleum was
built in 1783. The look as it is now, it got in 1928. Apart from Damad-Ali Pasha, also
guardians of Belgrade Fortress have been burried — Selim Pasha in 1847 and Hasan
Pasha in 1850. A bit further on the left side you can find toilet which is usually open

14 - POBEDNIK (Winner Statue) — simply the most famous SYMBOL of Belgrade, 14
meters high. It was officialy erected place on 7-8™ October 1928. The current position
of the Statue was chosen because of the very good view it has on the whole city so it
can be viewed from many angles and places. Originally it was meant to be a part of
fountain on Terazije Square. In the year 1927 a sculpture was supposed to be put on
its place in the city but that didn’t happen because of big resistance of the part of the
society towards naked male figure standing in the center of the town. After many talks,
quarells and arguments, the statue was put only one year later on its current place.
The name POBEDNIK came from celebration of 20 years anniversary of Battle of
Dobro Pole which was famous because Anglo-French Aliance took a victory over
Bulgaria. Dobro Pole is situated in present day FYR Macedonia, then part of Bulgaria.

15 - Institute for Cultural Heritage Protection (Ins  titut za zaStitu spomenika
kulture) — itis situated in neighbourhood of Pobednik. It was found in 1960 and settled
in the building at the end of 19" century. The building was originally used for military
purposes. It was badly damaged during World War I. Next to this building once upon a
time there used be another building in which there was a military museum but that
building was demolished in 1958.

16 — Roman Well (Rimski bunar) — is much younger than its name. It was
actually built by Austrians in the 18" century. Well itself is 3,4m wide and it is deep
around 51m. That means that its bottom lays on lower level than bottom of Sava river.
There are stairs which can be used to go deep down to 35m which is at the same time
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upper water level in the well. You can visit the well usually every day and the entrance fee is around 1€. There is
a nearby café if you would like to have a drink.

After visiting Roman well, you can return to the lot 1 by following Kalemegdan guide map. Once you reach main
entrance of Kalemegdan, you have possibility to take tram 11 which will directly guide you in from of Euroclub. 5 mins walk from
the main Kalemegdan entrance towards Sava river is another famous club “Underground ".

KNEZ MIRAILQVA

Knez Mihailova Street _is the most famous pedestrian zone in the town. At the same time it is also known as big
shopping street. Importance of Knez Mihailova Street is in its beautiful architecture. Most of the buildings you will
be seeing on your left and right were built in second half of 19" century after the making of the regulation plan of
Belgrade in 1867. There are stories which tell us that even in the Roman times, this area used to be the center of
Singidunum settlement. Singidunum is a very well known name and it represents an ancient Roman city, first
settled by the Scordisci in the 3" century BC.

This street has a very interesting history. Its look was once upon a time very different from what you can see now.
At the time of Turks, there were winding streets with gardens, drinking-fountains and many mosques. Today we
have one mosque left in Belgrade and it is located few streets down from Knez Mihailova Street.

However, apart from visiting commercial places in this street such as shops, cafes etc, it is also interesting to
know a few things about very nice buildings which are just on your left and right side as you are heading from
Kalemegdan fortress to the center.

1 - CITY LIBRARY — As soon as you cross the street from Kalemegdan and
enter Knez Mihailova Street, on your left side there is the City Library. Once upon a
time this building was famous Hotel “Srpska Kruna” (Serbian Crown). It was built in
1869 in the style of romantism, as the most modern hotel of Belgrade then. Between
1945 and 1970 the National Library of Serbia was located in this building. Tram 11
stops just in front of City Library and drives directly in front of Euroclub.

2 — MARKO STOJANOVIC’'S HOUSE - you can see on the right side a bit further from
City Library. It was built in 1889 as a private home of the lawyer Marko Stojanovic, in
the renaissance style. The Academy of Fine Arts, established in 1937, used to be in
the building but now the Gallery of the Academy is located there.

3 — RESTORAN GR KA KRALJICA (RESTAURANT GREEK
QUEEN) — is situated on the same side just after Marko Stojanovic’s house. It was built
in 1835 in style of academism. Just next to this restaurant in very small street is
famous club called “Akademija”. More about this club you can find here:

4 — THE BLOCK OF URBAN HOUSES - will be a bit further on your left side.

They were built in 1870’s, represented the beginning of discontinuity of traditional

Balkan architecture. All those buildings have been shaped in the same manner, a

transitional style from romantism to renaissance. The block consists of three buildings:

a) The house of Hristina Kumandudi which was for a certain period was the residence

of the French-Serbian Bank, and later the consulates of Belgium and Great Britain.

Now on this adress (Knez Mihailova 50) you can find Goethe-Institut_; second building

in a row is Kristina Mehana, built in 1869 as an administrative-commercial building in

which the Krsitc brothers opened a hotel under the same name; third one is called

Veljko Savic’s house, built in 1869 as a residental house with shops. A bit further, on

the same side of the street you can find a place to eat traditional serbian food. It's called “Kolarac ”. Apart from
this one, you will find on the way many other places to eat.
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5 — THE BUILDING OF THE SERBIAN ACADEMY OF SCIENCES AND ARTS
(SRPSKA AKADEMIJA NAUKA | UMETNOSTI) - was built in 1923-1924 and you
may find it on your right side a bit further from the above mentioned buildings. Inside
this huge building you may find: The Library of the Academy, one of the richest in
Belgrade; The Archive of the Academy with numerous materials about the history of
Serbia; the Gallery of the Academy on the ground floor, with a special lecture hall, the
bookstore and the antique shop.

6 — PYRAMIDE IN FRONT OF THE SERBIAN ACADEMY OF SCIENCES AND AR TS
—is put on this place in 1995 by Cityhall. It has 4 sides. On two of them you can find
the longitude and latitude of the place where pyramide stands while on the other two
sides you can find data about altitude and Earth gravitation data. Before this one,
another pyramide existed one century before. That one was put on the top of Kapetan
Misino Zdanje building because at that time it was the highest building in the town. It
had on itself marked 4 world sides (N, W, E, S) so firemen used to stand on the top of
this building and keep an eye on city.

7 — DELIJSKA ESMA (FOUNTAIN) — is actually a name for
many fountains. Word “delijska” comes from turkish word for a horse units whose
horses used those kind of places to drink water from.The very first Delijska cesma was
built in 1843 and was destroyed in 1889 when the second one was built. That one was
destroyed in 1913. The third one, the one you see now, is built during reconstruction in
1987. Around this fountain you may find Instituto Cervantes _ (Spanish Cultural Center)
and Centre culturel francais de Belgrade  (French Cultural Center). On the way
towards Republic Square, on your left and right side you will see many shops of
different kind as well as a shopping center which is nicely hidden behind the right side
of the street (direction from Kalemegdan to Republic Square). Terminal with busline 31
and trolleybuses number 19, 21, 22, 22L and 29 are operating every minute towards
Slavija Square and further on. It is very practical to take one of the mentioned lines if
you want to go to Slavija or St. Sava Temple. None of the lines from here goes to
Euroclub neither Arena. In case of toilet need, you can freely go to the Faculty of
Philosphy and use it on the 1% floor. There is also toilet just on the corner with Vasina
Street where one big internet café is located. Entrance is from Vasina Street and toilet
is just on the left side when you enter the building.

8 — REPUBLIC SQUARE (TRG REPUBLIKE) - is basically the main spot
in the whole city. AlImost everyone is meeting there once you decide to go out and be
in the center. One of the symbols of the square is Statue of Prince Mihailo surrounded
by National Museum and National Theatre. Before 1945 it was called Theatre square
(Pozorisni Trg) since for many years the building of National Theatre was the only big
one in the neighbourhood. The bronze statue of Prince Mihailo on a horse, by the
Italian sculptor Enrico Pazzi was erected in 1882. It was erected in honor of his most
important political achievement, expulsion of the Turks from Serbia and liberation of
the remaining 7 cities within Serbian territory, still under the Turksih rule. The names of
the cities are carved on a plates on the monument itself, on the statue’s pedestal and
prince is sculptured with his hand allegedly pointing to Constantinopole, showing the
Turks to leave. However, his hand points to the opposite direction, to the north-east
instead to the south-east. For many years already people name this place “kod konja”
meaning “at the horse”.

9 — NATIONAL THEATRE (NARODNO POZORISTE) — was built in 1869. The
heavy reconstruction was made in 1986 when the theatre regained the 1922 look.
During NATO bombing in 1999, the theatre had its doors open to the public during the
78-day air raids. For only 1 dinar (a bit more than 1 eurocent!!!), plays were performed
to the public. Next to the National Theatre is public toilet which is for free but if you can,
try to use any other place which is mentioned as toilet.
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10 — NATIONAL MUSEUM (NARODNI MUZEJ) - was founded in 1844 under name
“Museum Serbski”. After World War Two, in 1950, the Museum was granted the former
Mortgage Bank’s building, where it remained to this very day, and after a brief repair,
opened for general public in 1952. The Museum’s collections have over 400.000 of the
most representative and superior archeological, historical and art works today. One of
the most wonderful thing to see in this Museum is certainly Miroslav_Gospels
(Miroslavljevo Jevandjelje). It is a 362-page illustrated manuscript Gospel Book on
parchment, with very rich decorations. It is one of the oldest surviving documents
written in Serbian Church Slavonic, along with the Chronicle of the Priest of Duklja.

11 — MILLENIUM CLOCK (MILENIJUMSKI SAT) - was installed
in 2000 showing temperature conditions, date and time. Clock was funded by Delta
Holding. Two major, digital clocks are being turned to the less frequent sides of the
square while two small, regular clocks are turned to the more frequent sides. Around
the millenium clock you can find different kind of cafes, braceries and restaurants. In
case of toilet need you can go to Café INEX although you will have to pay around 30-
40 eurocents.

VASINA STREET

This is a street parallel to Knez Mihailova Street. Many Universities are situated exactly in or around this street.
As you are leaving Republic Square and entering this street, on your left side you will find few very good baceries.
The name of the street comes from Vasa Carapic, famous general who died in 1806 during First Serbian Uprising.
As soon as he called his 3000 soldiers with words “Follow me brothers!”, he got shot by turkish bullet. Buildings
you should see in this street are:

1 — FACULTY OF PHILOSOPHY (FILOZOFSKI FAKULTET) - is
actually group of different kind of sciences which one is able to follow. Apart from
philosophy, in this building are departments of history, sociology, psychology, classical
science, pedagogy, andragogy, history of art, ethnology and antropology. These
departments were moved in this building in 1974. If you turn left from Vasina Street and
go few steps towards Knez Mihailova Street, you will face the_monument to Petar I
Petrovic Njegos . Sculpture is made of bronze and in total it is 540cm high. It was
erected in 1994. Petar Il Petrovic Njegos’ image you may find on 20RSD bank note. He is
one of the greatest thinkers and poets. Just on the right side of the monument is
something very ancient and old. If you look carefully you may see ruins of thermae which
were built a bit more than 17 centuries ago. Parts of those thermae are actually restored
in order to be visible nowadays. On lower level there used to be also a roman well. In this
small square which is known as “Plato” you may find the café with same name and also
few places to eat as well.

2 — ACADEMY PARK (AKADEMSKI PARK) —is situated just next to
the Faculty of Philosophy. In front of the park is the terminal for few trolley lines and one
bus line. In the Roman times this park used to be the central area for living inside
Singidunum. While we don't have enough data from Medieval ages, we do know that
during Austrians this place was used for military trainings. On the other side, in times of
Turkish presence, this place was used as graveyard and praying area until 1860’s. In
nearby surrounding there were houses of important turkish people, few mosques and few
other public buildings. In 1824, Serbian authorities open greenmarket just next to the
park. This park was built in 1927 and 2 years later the gate was built as well. Gate is built
in the shape of cyrillic letter P ( ).
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3 — KAPETAN MISINO ZDANJE - is masterpiece of czech architect Jan Nevole. It is
situated just across Academy park. It got its name from the person MiSa Anastasijevic
(1803-1885) who was famous trader od salt and one of the richest people in Serbia and
in The Balkans at that time. He is also known as a benefactor who financialy helped the
Principality of Moldova, and many other institutions all over Serbia. The last years of his
life MiSa Anastasijevic spent in Romania, buying a lot of properties and travelling all
around Europe. He died in Bucharest in 1885 and was burried in the church that he built.
His heirs also liked luxurious life so all his treasure was spent before the end of 19"
century. Constructions of this building started in 1857 with purpose to become a palace.
However, the political situation in the country brought MiSa Anastasijevic to a decision to
donate this building to the state. At first, it was a place for so called “Great School”
(Velika skola) which was the highest educational institution in Serbia between 1863-
1905. This was also a place for Gymnasium, Ministry of Education, National Library and
museum. Nowadays it is Rectorate of University of Belgrade.

4 — MUSEUM OF ETHNOGRAPHY (ETNOGRAFSKI MUZEJ)- was established in
February 1901, but its roots reach deeper into the past. Gathering of ethnographic items
started as early as in the middle of 19" century, and in 1844 some ethongraphic items
could be found in the National Museum of Serbia. A significant systematic collection was
carried out because of taking part in the All-Slavic Exhibition, held in Moscow in 1867.
You can visit the museum any day during week except Monday. From Tuesday until
Saturday it is open for public from 10-17h and on Sunday from 9-14h. It has 151.990
items and the following collections: folk costumes, cloths and carpets; trade devices;
crafts; furniture and dishes; traditional objects; paintings; old photographs; etc.

5 — BAJRAKLI MOSQUE (BAJRAKLI D AMIJA) - In one of the streets close to the
museum of Ethography you can find The Bajrakli Mosque. Built around 1575 as one of
273 mosques and masjids, that have existed in Belgrade in the Turkish times. Originally,
its name was ohadi-mosque, after the endower Hajji-Ali, a cloth merchant. It is a
single-spaced building with dome and minaret. During Austrian rule (1717-1739) it was
turned into a Catholic church. It was turned back into a mosque when the Turks returned.
Hussein-bey, chehaya (assistant) of Turkish chief commander Ali-pasha, renewed the
building in 1741, and, for some time after, it was called Hussein-bey's mosque or
Hussein-chehaya's mosque. At the end of the XVIII century it was named Bajrakli-
mosque, after the flag which has been raised as a sign for simultaneous beginning of
prayers in all mosques. After its renewal in the XIX century, made by the Serbian dukes,
it became the main city mosque. It is still in function today. For anyone who is interested
there is a website of the Islamic Community in Serbia - www.izs.org.yu

6 — SILICON VALLEY (Silikonska dolina) — Very controversial place in Belgrade. It is
known for a lot of posh and luxurious cafés. It got its name because of girls with big
breasts who come in this part of the town to be seen and... This is located a few
streets down, parallel to Knez Mihailova Street. Once you end up in one of those streets,
you should turn towards Knez Mihailova Street (up) and then go left towards Republik
Square where our route continues.

7 — SKADARLIJA - is a vintage street, an urban neighbourhood and former
municipality of Belgrade. It is considered the main bohemian quarter of Belgrade, styled
the Belgrade’s Montmartre. The history of Skadarlija began in the 1830’s with the
settlement of Gypsies in the abandoned trenches in front of the ramparts. The whole

locality was reffered to as the Gypsy Quarter until 1872, when the street was named after the city of Skadar
(albanian: Shkodér), which was part of the Serbian medieval state. Skadarska ulica, Serbian for “Skadar street” is
still the official name. Skadarlija began to acquire its bohemian character in the last few decades of the 19"
century, when the well-known Dardaneli inn was demolished and its guests, prominent writers and actors, moved
to the Skadarlija inns. The best known of these were Tri SeSira (Three hats), Dva jelena (Two deers), Zlatni bokal
(Golden chalice) and some others. Those three still survive today, accompanied by some new restaurants like
Ima dana (There will be days), Skadarlija (demolished in 2006), Dva bela goluba (Two white doves), etc. Over the
years Tri SeSira welcomed numerous guests such as Jimi Hendrix, George H.W. Bush, King Juan Carlos | of
Spain, Anatoly Karpov, Sandro Pertini, etc. The present Skadarlija, a short and curved street includes well-known
restaurants, hotel Le Petit Piaf, antique and souvenir shops. If you decide to visit one of Skadarlija restaurants, in
order to feel the real atmosphere, always go in the evening hours when there is usually live orchestra playing old
traditional songs. It is something you should visit in Belgrade. From this place, just few min further on foot you can
take bus 95 which takes you directly in front of the Sava Centar (Euroclub).
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DAY 2

1 — PALATA “ALBANIJA” — as soon as you leave Republic Square behind,
you will be facing once upon a time highest building in Belgrade. It got its name
because of café bar, ground level building called Albania. It was finished in 1940. Few
meters from this building you can find very good places to eat such as bakeries and
fast food kiosks. There is also big book and cd store nearby called “Mamut”. If you
need to go to Zeleni Venac Terminal, this is very good place to reach it since it is just
few minutes away from this building.

2 — TERAZIJE SQUARE - is one of the most famous
squares in the city. It started to take shape as an urban feature in the first half of the
XIX century. The name Terazije derives from turkish words which means “scales for
water”. Once upon a time Turks built towers at intervals along the water supply system
which brought the water in from the springs outside center. One of those towers was
built on the location of the present fountain at Terazije. There are several cafés around
this square and few nice braceries. Just down from this square you will find a big bus
terminal where you can take bus 60 or 67 which will drive you sort of near the Euroclub
and Arena. What is interesting about this square is the fact that it has been changing
its outside look many times. Once upon a time there used to be trams driving from here
towards Serbian Parliament. Important part of Terazije is the fountain called
“Terazijska esma”. It was erected in memory of Prince MiloS in 1860 after the water
tower was removed. During the first reconstruction of the square in 1911, fountain was
moved to Top ider and moved back again in 1976. Next to it is famous Hotel Moskva
(Moscow).

3 — NIKOLA PASIC SQUARE (TRG NIKOLE PASI A) — is just few minutes
walking from Terazije Square. It is the youngest square in the town as it was built in
1953 when a fountain was placed. In the first half of the XIX century, this area was en
empty field bisected by the road to Constantinopole which was at this point in the
process of developing into a street. Not far from Serbian Parliament which you can see
near this square, there used to be the largest Turkish mosque, the Batal Mosque,
which was pulled down in 1869. The urban and architectual development of the square
started after World War Il, when old buildings were demolished, the tram terminus was
moved, and a new fountain was built. This square used to bear the name “Marx and
Engels Square” for a long time. Monument of Nikola PaSi was erected at this square
in 1998.

4— THE OLD PALACE (STARI DVOR) - is presently housing the City Assembly
of Belgrade, but before it was The Royal Palace of the Obrenovi dynasty of Serbia. It
was built between 1882 and 1884, according to the design of Aleksandar Bugarski, in
the style of academism of the XIX century, with intention to surpass all existing
residences of the Serbian rulers. The Palace was built when Serbia was proclaimed a
Kingdom; in that same building, King Milan abdicated in favor of his son, Aleksandar,
on February 22, 1889. Between 1903 and 1914, the Old Palace was the residence of
the Kara or evi dynasty. The Palace was damaged twice: during Worid War | and
during the bombing of Belgrade, on April 6, 1941.
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though is a better option.

5 — SERBIAN PARLIAMENT (SRPSKI PARLAMENT), MAIN POS T OFFICE

(POSTA) & ST. MARKO’S CHURCH - is one of the nicest building in the whole

town. The construction of the palace began in 1907 and was not finished until 1936. In

1939, two sculptures were put in front of the building and were named “Igrali se konji

vrani” means Black horses are playing. Near the parliament you may find big stone

building which is The main post office in the town built in 1934. Behind it, there is the
wonderful St. Marco Church (Crkva Svetog Marka). The
church was built between 1931-1940 on the place of an old
church from 1835. This church is the most similar in
architectual way to the Gra anica Monastery in Kosovo and
Metohija. At the south part there is a sarcophagus with the
remains of Czar DuSan, brought here from his endowment,
the monastery of St. Mihajlo Archangel near Prizren. After
you have seen all these three nice buildings, you can
continue further on and pass lovely TaSmajdan park.

6 — TASMAJDAN PARK (TASMAJDANSKI PARK) — got its name from
the turkish word “ta$” which means stone and word “majdan” which means pit. In this
place there used to be a large stone-pit. We can be sure that all of the old buildngs in
Belgrade have been built of stone excavated here. In the catacombs left after the
excavation of stone blocks, arsenals and military warehouses were located for a long
time, and these catacombs have been also used as shelters and first-aid places for
wounded soldiers. Next to this church there is smaller Russian church which was built
in 1924. Very close to this park you can take bus 74 which will drive you sort of near

Euroclub and Arena.

7 — KING ALEXANDER BOULEVARD (BULEVAR KRALJA
ALEKSANDRA) - is the longest street in Belgrade. In the middle of 18™ century on
this place there used to be the “Carigradski drum”. That was the main road that was
leading towards Istanbul. At the end of 19" century street got the current name
because of King Alexander who was the last king of the Obrenovi dynasty. He reigned
from 1889-1903 when he was shot together with his wife by the secret organisation
called “Black hand”. After World War Il the street was renamed into Boulevard of
Revolution. Again, at the beginning of 21%' century it got its original name back. You will
find many shops of a different kind in the street and also many important building such
as Faculty of Law, University Library, School of Electrical Engineering, etc. If you want
to go to Euroclub/Arena then the best is to take tram 7 which stops exactly in front of
the Sava Center.

8 — VUK'S MONUMENT(VUKOV SPOMENIK) — was built in
1937. The importance of Vuk Karadi lays in his reforms in serbian language.
Karadi 's reforms of the Serbian literary language modernized it and distanced it from
Serbian and Russian Church Slavonic, instead bringing it close to common folk
speech, specifically, to the dialect of Eastern Herzegovina which he spoke. Karad i
was, together with uro Dani i , the main Serbian signatory to the Vienna agreement
of 1850 which, encouraged by Austrian authorities, laid the foundation for the Serbian
language, various forms of which are used in Serbia, Montenegro, Bosnia &
Herzegovina and Croatia today. Just 40 meters under his monument lays the biggest
and the only real metro station in Belgrade which was built in 1995. Train which
operates regulary through this station is called BEOVOZ and it connects the center of
Belgrade with city of Pan evo and other two edges of Belgrade. Actually if you decide
to go from this place to the Arena it is quite possible because few stations further by
Beovoz you can reach N. Beograd Station which is 10min walk from Arena. Tram 7
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SLAVIJA - KNEZA MILOSA - NEMANJINA

is located
around 10-15min walking from Vuk’s place. The construction preparations have lasted
for a very long time, ever since 1894. Further constructions were interrupted by the
German attack on Yugoslavia on April 6", 1941. It was not until the summer 1984 that
the state permission was obtained to contlnue the construction works, so on April 30™, h
1985, the temple was consecrated again by Patriarch German and the charter on
continuing construction works was laid again. Although the inside walls still have to be
painted, the outside look is pretty much finished in last several years. Next to the
temple is National Library of Serbia and in very front is monument to Kara or e,
erected in 1979. Kara or e’s real name is or e Petrovi . The Turks called him
Kara or e because “kara” in turkish means black. He has spent his youth resisting the
Turkish terror, at first as a haiduk (anti-Turkish rebel). He led the battle on MiSar and
fights for liberation of Belgrade. Immediately after the insurrection, in 1813, he went to
Austria, and then to Russia. He returned to Serbia in June 1817, but in the morning of
July 25, he was killed by the order of Knez MiloS Obrenovi . His head was cut off and
sent to the Sultan as a proof of Milo8's loyalty. In front of St. Sava’s Temple you can
take tram 9 which drives you directly in front of the Euroclub.

was only a marge
pool until the 1880s where the inhabitants of Belgrade went hunting wild ducks. The
formation of the square started when an Englishman, Francis Mackenzie, a well-known
businessman, bought a large piece of land above the present square and parcelled it
for sale. Soon after that, Mackenzie built a house for himself at Slavija (at the place
where the old "Slavija" cinema used to be), which in 1910 was turned into the Socialist
People's Center, a gathering place of the workers’ movement. A modern hotel named
"Slavija" was built in 1962, and enlarged later. For some time, the square used to bear
the name of the prominent leader of the Socialist movement in Serbia, Dimitrije
Tucovi , while the monument dedicated to him still stands in the center of the square.
Here as well you can take tram 9 towards the Euroclub.

was established in 1947 with an intention of consolidating actors and
writers from all over the Socialistic Federal Republic of Yugoslavia. The Theatre’s Main
Stage did not operate from 1997-2003, as the building had burnt down in a fire which
happened on October 17" 1997 because of mistake on installations. The Main Stage
was officialy opened on May 23" 2003. Just after this building as you are walking from
Slavija towards Kalemegdan, next building on the same side is SKC (Student Cultural
Centrum).
is one of the highest
buildings in Belgrade. The construction lasted from 1969 until 1974. The
building was raised in the heart of old city center, streching from Terzaije to
Slavija, with an emphasized aspiration to dominate with its high 24-storied part
as the city’'s reference point. Most of the floors are occupied by business
offices and some by famous media companies.

is a monumental building and also the
sitting of President of Serbia. It was built between 1911 and 1922 for the
residential needs of King Petar | Kara or evi . Together with the Old Palace it
makes important spacious unit. During World War | granate has directly hit the
building. Repairing works continued after the War. That changed the building’s
original look a lot.
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are two
huge buildings situated at the corner of two big streets, Kneza MiloSa and
Nemanjina. Open competition for architects started in 1954. One of the most
famous architect Nikola Dobrovi won the competition. Construction was
finished in 1965. Inspiration for the design, Nikola Dobrovi found in Sutjeska
canyon. The entire prioject consists of two complexes. Complex A (on your left
side when you look in the direction from train station towards Slavija) which is
being used by the Ministry of Defense and Complex B which is just on the other side of Nemanjina
Street. Both buildings were highly damaged during NATO bombing in 1999. Nowadays it is still not
known what is going to be the final solution for these two monumental buildings in the center of
Belgrade as there are different opinions whether should they be repaired or re-arranged so as not to
lose their original look. Still, there are many people who believe that this nice and unique construction
will remain as it was before being destroyed.
Just across the street towards train station you can find buildings on your left and right side which are
the buildings of Government of Serbia. These buildings are the idea of russian architect Nikola
Krasnov. Apart from being known for their massive size, they are also known because of the many
nice sculptures which stands on the top of these buildings. It was being built from 1926 until 1928 as
the Palace of Ministry of Finance of The Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes.

celebrates this year 58 years of its existency. It
was founded on 1% February 1950 as part of Ministry of Railway. The first exposition was made in
1953 under thename “Through the history of Yugoslav railways”. The museum has over 40.000 items
connected to railway history. You can visit the museum every day between 9-14h.

Day 4

BETWEEN TRADITION AND MODERNITY

1- THE CATHEDRAL CHURCH OF NATIVITY OF THE THEOTOKOS -is

dedicated to the Holy Mother of God. It was erected upon request by the

Orthodox parish of Sarajevo between 1863-1868. The church is constructed

as a three section basilica in a cross shaped design, and has five domes. The

domes are build on the beams, the central one is much larger than the other

four side domes. The church is arched by round elements. The small gilded baroque style belfry is

built in front of the entrance. The interior walls are decorated by painted ornaments. In the lower zones

of the walls the painted ornaments are simulating the marble stone construction look. Arches and

vaults are decorated in ornaments only. In 1898 the Orthodox Metropolian Palace was built near the
cathedral.

2— PATRIARCHATE OF THE SERBIAN ORTHODOX CHURCH - Today's
building of the Patriarchate was built in 1934-1935 and designed by the
architect Viktor Lukomski. The building has a square base, it is solid and has
monumental forms. On the main facade, against the Cathedral Church, an
impressive portico stands out, with low columns and an arched portal above
which is a sculpted coat of arms of the Serbian Patriarchate. On the top of this
facade, in a niche, is a mosaic composition representing St. John the Baptist.
In the east part of the building, there is a chapel dedicated to St. Simeon. It

contains a carved iconostasis, the work of Ohrid masters, bearing icons painted in 1935 by Viadimir
Predojevi . The Library and Museum of Serbian Orthodox Church  are in this building, too.
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3— KONAK KNEGINJE LJUBICE — was built in 1829-1831 under the
supervision of Had i-Nikola ivkovi , the pioneer of Serbian architecture in the
first half of XIX century. By the order of Knez Milo§ Obrenovi it was built as a
living place for his family, Kneginja (Princess) Ljubica and sons - Milan and
Mihailo. The building is preserved until today as a most representative urban house of the first half of
XIX century. Its design has all the characteristics of Oriental architecture, and its variant, so-called
Serbian-Balkan style, but containing decorative elements of classicism which announced the influence
of the West on the national architecture in the early period of renewal of Serbian state.
Since the throning of Aleksandar Kara or evi in 1842, the building has been used as a Lice, Court of
Cassation and Appeal Court, Museum of Art, Church Museum, Senior Home, Bureau for Protection of
Cultural Monuments of Serbia, an today it is a part of the Museum of the City of Belgrade and it is
used for exhibitions of museum material and paintings. The permanent exhibition in the Konak
consists of original furniture, made in Oriental-Balkan style as well as in other styles of that time
(classicism, Biedermeier, neo-baroque).

4— BRANKOV MOST - is the second largest bridge of Belgrade across

Sava river, connecting the city center with New Belgrade. The bridge was built

in 1957 after World War I, replacing the former King Alexander | bridge that

was opened on December 16, 1934 and blown up in 1941. It has dual

carriageway with three lanes in both directions; actually it consists of two

separate constructions in each direction, and the second was finished in 1979. It is 450m long, made

as continuous steel box girder, with central span of 261m and side spans of 81,5m each. It is crossed

by nearly 90.000 vehicles daily. The name of the bridge is unofficial, and seems to owe it to a bizarre

chain of events. Its official name during communist rule was “Brotherhood and unity” bridge (Most

bratstva | jedinstva), but that name never caught up: it was called “bridge in Branko’s street or “Savski

most”. However, when the famous writer Branko opi , committed suicide by jumping from the bridge

in 1984, the current name started circulating and eventually caught up. Bus 95 can be good
connection towards Sava Center.

5- MUSEUM OF CONTEMPORARY ART - in Belgrade is the art
institution which collects and displays work produced since in 1900 in Serbia
and former Yugoslavia. The museum also organizes international exhibitions
of modern and contemporary art. It was founded in 1958 as the Museum of
Modern Art. The permanent exhibition numbers more than 35,000 works of
art. The museum building is located near the confluence of Sava river into
Danube, in US e park. It was designed in 1960. The building was constructed
between 1960 and 1965.

6— US E TOWER - is the tallest building in Belgrade, Serbia and also the
Balkans. Built in 1964, the glass building overlooks the Danube and Sava
rivers. It was originally 105 meters tall and used as the headquarters of the
Central Committee of the League of Communists in the former
Yugoslavia.The building was the intended target of a terrorist attack planned
by Nikola Kavaja. His intention was to kill Yugoslav leader Tito. However,
Kavaja was talked out of executing his plan, and the tower became a symbol
of communist pride until the occupation of the Socialist Party of Serbia during
the 1990s. US e was frequently leased out to commercial interests until April
21, 1999, when it was badly damaged by NATO air-strikes. In 2003, the tower
was reconstructed, including a 40 metre increase in height.The new tower,
US e Office Tower 1,is now being rented out to tenants.The US e Complex, a
modern business center, is also due to be completed within the next 3 years.
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7— BUVLJAK - is serbian word for a place where you can usually find
things to buy at a cheaper price. It was especially popular in 90’s when people
used to go most of the time there to buy different kinds of things such as
clothes and houseware. Nowadays, Buvljak becomes the place where
everyone goesregardless of social staus. Things to buy are still a bit cheaper

but it is more like all kinds of everything shop. Anything you can imagine or have on your mind to buy,
you should go and visit this place. It takes place near the Arena in an open-air area. Usually clothes
and some of the technical equipments can be found for cheaper price. Prepare also not to find the
best quality ever in such a place but honestly, many other expensive shops in the town providing
clothes very often bring you the same, so take your time and go visit this place

Day 5

1- EX-FEDERATION PALACE - is a huge building which has 65.000m? from
which 40.000m? goes to corridors and big halls. It was being built from 1947
until 1954 by architect from Zagreb eljko Poto njak. There are 6 saloons
which are names according to once upon a time 6 different republics of
Yugoslavia. After the splitting, the saloons have been renamed into “blue
saloon”, “red saloon”, etc. Those saloons connect together into one biggest
saloon called Yugoslavia. Palace has 5 floors, 744 offices and 13 halls for conferences, 6 saloons and
3 huge halls. At the time of Yugoslavia, the leader Josip Broz Tito was welcoming American President
Jimmy Carter, romanian president Nicolae Ceau escu as well as Margaret Thatcher. At the moment
Palace is pretty much empty and there are disscussions what should be settled in such a big space.

2 — QUAY OF LIBERTY (KEJ OSLOBO ENJA) — begins
below the Gardos hill, at the square of Veliki Trg and after 2, 5 kilometers it
continues into the municipality of Novi Beograd. For the most part, the
promenade is parallel to the street opened for traffic. Near the beginning of the
promenade is a one of major roundabouts in Zemun, with terminal bus stops

for many public transportation bus lines. There you can take bus 88 which will take you in front of
Arena. The promenade continues around US e and makes one continuous pedestrian path next to the
neighborhoods of Staro Sajmiste, Kartonsko naselje and Savski Nasip, alongisde the left bank of the
Sava. The high embankment with the promenade was built in 1967 so the Danube rarely flooded the
quay (most notably in 1981). In September 2007 reconstruction of quay began including further
elevation of the embankment, widening of the pedestrian path and construction of another one on a
separate level, completion of the cycling path, etc. Works are expected to be finished in 2008.
Zemunski Kej is the main Zemun's landing area for numerous boats. Also, as the bank (and thus the
qguay too) follows the line of the nearby Great War Island, it is the beginning point of the pontoon
bridge which seasonally connects the island with the mainland.

Lots of area in the neighborhood are pedestrian paths or green areas used for recreation (including a
large seasonal amusement park) and commercial facilities. The residential areas include blocks 9-a
and 11-c. One of the largest hotels in Belgrade, five-star "Hotel Jugoslavija" is located in the
neighborhood, but it has been closed since the NATO bombing of Serbia in 1999 when it was badly
damaged. It was opened partially in 2007 as a largest casino in town. Bank in front of the hotel is a
location of many restaurants and clubs on barges (Serbian: splav), one of the focal points of the
vibrant Belgrade's nightlife. At the very end of this quay, you can take bus 88 and reach Arena or
Euroclub since the bus will stop on the highway that passes by both of them.
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3 —GARDOS - is an urban neighborhood of Belgrade. It is located in Belgrade's municipality of
Zemun. Located on the slopes of the hill of the same name, with its tower and preserved old
architecture, Gardos is the major historical landmark of Zemun. Gardos is one of three hills on which
the historical core of Zemun was built (other two are ukovac and Kalvarija).
Gardos rises on the right bank of the Danube and is the natural lookout to the
area across the river. For the most part, the neighborhood preserved its old
looks, with narrow, still mostly cobblestoned streets unsuitable for modern
vehicles, and individual residential houses. As a curiosity, almost half of the
neighborhood is occupied by Zemun's largest graveyard. As a popular
promenade become somewhat of a fashionable place since the 1990s,
several modern restaurants were built near the top of the hill with the view on
the Danube.The major attraction in the neighborhood is the Kula Sibinjanin
Janka (The tower of Janos Hunyadi) or the Millennium tower. It was built and
officially opened on August 20, 1896 to celebrate a thousand years of
Hungarian settlement in the Pannonian plain. It was part of the massive
construction effort which included buildings in Budapest as well as four millennium towers on four
directions of the world. Being the southernmost city in then Hungary within the Austria-Hungary, the
tower was built on the ruins of the medieval fortress on Gardo3 hill which barely survived today (only
angular towers and parts of the defending wall). The tower was built as a combination of various
styles, mostly influenced by the Roman elements. Being a natural lookout, it was used by Zemun's
firemen for decades. Today, the tower is better known after the Janos Hunyadi, who actually died in
the old fortress four and a half centuries before the tower was built.

GAZELLE BRIDGE - is the most important bridge in Belgrade, across the
Sava river. It is a part of the city highway and it lies on European route E75,
on the highway passing through the wider city center, connecting Belgrade
with Ni$§ on south and Novi Sad on north. It was built in 1966-1970. The bridge
is 332 m long and 27,5 m wide, with three lanes in each direction, and total
road width of 21,8 m. The maximum height of the span centre is 22,8 m at
median water level. On average over 160.000 vehicles cross it everyday, even
though it was originally planed that it will be used by 40.000.

OLD SAVA BRIDGE - a 410 m long road and tram bridge. The main span is
a tied arch bridge over 100 m length. During World War Il it was the only
bridge to remain intact in Belgrade, and one of the few bridges in Europe
which the retreating German forces failed to demolish. In October 1944, the
bridge, already laden with explosives and prepared for demolition, was saved
by a resistance agent who managed to cut the detonator wires.

“GENEKS” BUILDING — is a 35-storey skyscraper in Belgrade, Serbia, which
was designed in 1977 by Mihajlo Mitrovic in the brutalist style. It is formed by
two towers connected with a revolving restaurant at the top. It is 115 meters
tall and is the second-tallest highrise in Belgrade after USce Tower.

One of the towers is occupied by the Genex Group. The tower got its popular
name "Genex" after this group, while its official title remains Western City
Gate. The tower is designed to serve as a highrise gate to greet people
arriving via Belgrade Nikola Tesla Airport from where Genex is easily visible.
The second, taller tower, is residential.
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MONUMENT TO UNKNOWN HERO ON AVALA - was erected in 1938 on
the top of Avala mountain which is situated around 20km southern from
Belgrade. In the years following the end of World War | monuments to
unknown heroes have been erected in all Allies' countries, and Yugoslavia
also joined this common activity. The monument construction took four years
(1934-1938) and the remains of an unknown soldier were buried in it. The
monument has the shape of a sarcophagus on a six-stepped plinth.
Caryatides, which symbolize an honour guard, are placed sideways.
